	The EU Climate Law includes provisions for the use of a limited amount of international credits to meet its demanding 2040 targets. How to operationalize this is still under discussion and has been the object of significant debate in the EU, as well as internationally.

To this end, it develops a strict set of criteria to ensure that only credits from projects with robust climate, social, and environmental benefits are included.
